This tool is composed of terms and accompanying definitions that
covers the disciplines of: telephony, NS/EP (National Security /
Emergency  Preparedness), NIl (National Information
Infrastructure), spectrum sharing, radar, radio communications
(including HF ALE radio), television (including UHF, VHF, cable
TV, and HDTV), facsimile, networks (e.g., intelligent networks,
open network architecture, ISDN, broadband ISDN, and network
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management), fiber optic communications, communications
security, data processing, premises wiring, photonics, and
telegraphy.

The meanings of the terms, definitions and short notes on those
terms etc. are found in this dictionary. Synonyms are sometime
present with entries. For clear understanding some examples are
given.

Under a particular alphabet the
entries are arranged in alphabetical sequence. For example under
‘E’ the entries are arranged in the following order- echo area, echo
atten, echo canceler, echo cancellation, echo check, echo command,
echo effect, echo line, echo loss, echo path capacity, echo path
delay (EPD), echo return loss etc.
