UCSD currently receives 53% of the publications distributed through the Federal
Depository Library Program, creating an interdisciplinary social science collection
with an emphasis on U.S. demographics, public policy and legislation. These items
come in various formats, including print volumes, microfiche, CD/DVD, and
online. Most of the government documents are located in the west wing of the main
floor of Geisel Library. Some documents are currently housed offsite at the library
annex, but may be requested for delivery to Geisel Library.
